Submission Ideas:  Autism SIG members are invited to submit ideas our Challenging Behavior issue by November 15 
and Inclusion issue by January 15 to David Fischer (david.fischer@rutgers.edu). With the exception of conference pre-
views, conference announcements and job announcements, all submissions should be related to an upcoming theme 
of the newsletter. While all submission ideas will be considered, those that are best fit to the newsletter theme will be 
selected. 
 

Final Submissions:  Final submissions should be submitted to David Fischer by the submission deadline in Microsoft 
Word format (ads may be submitted as a PDF). Submission length usually ranges from 1,000 to 1,500 words, and 
should include a 50-vnqc ƏaktqaƐ enq xntqrdke `mc nsgdq `tsgnqr cdrbqhahmf xntq ina onrhshnm'r( `mc hmsdqdrs'r( hm sgd
field. Please ensure that all submissions are clear, logical, and easy to understand for the novel reader. If a submission 
does not meet this guideline or those described below for the specific type of submission, the Autism SIG reserves the 
right to not publish the submission in the newsletter. 
 

Submission Types:  
Program Descriptions should describe the mission, consumers, approaches, and outcome of a program for individuals 

with autism and their families. Program descriptions should be submitted only by administrators of the program. 
Family Services Descriptions should describe the goals, consumers, methods, and outcome of the services provided to 

families of individuals with autism (e.g., parent support groups, parent training, sibling support groups, home-based 
intervention, etc.). Service descriptions should be submitted only by providers of the services, as supervised and 
approved by an administrator. 

Research Synopses/Updates should describe research that uses group design or single-subject design, and the author 
should summarize the rationale, methods, and results of the research. Some researchers may take this opportunity 
to share pilot data or preliminary results for an upcoming study. Researchers who intend to publish their data in a 
peer-reviewed journal should provide only a summary of the manuscript they intend to submit to another journal.  

Clinical Descriptions/Case Studies should describe an assessment or treatment method that has been used effectively 
outside of a research context. The description should include a clear description of the assessment or treatment 
method and the results of assessment/treatment. 

Conference Preview/Review should be a summary of the topics presented at an upcoming or recently attended confer-
ence, and may highlight the themes of the conference using summaries of conference events. This type of submis-
sion may be best suited for small conferences. 

Book Reviews should summarize the material presented in a book related to the topic of autism. Chapters should be 
summarized, and the author of the summary should offer general impressions regarding the book and its contribu-
tion to the field. 

Article Synopsis summarizes an article published in a peer-reviewed journal in the past 5 years. Synopses should 
clearly summarize the rationale, methods, results, and conclusions for the study. Article synopses are an excellent 
opportunity for undergraduate and graduate students to submit to the newsletter under the supervision of a faculty 
advisor. 

Job Announcements should clearly describe the available position, requirements for the position, and contact informa-
tion for interested applicants. 

Conference/Workshop Advertisements should clearly describe the purpose of the event, the dates of the event, and all 
contact information for interested attendees.
